• The opening of the ¤1.7 million Pedestrian Bridge

Projects for which funds have been sanctioned in 2009 include:

• The ¤12.9 million St. Patrick’s Estate Regeneration;

• The ¤5 million Ballina Theatre and Arts Centre;

• ¤1.4 million Hub Status Funding for BallinaTown Centre projects. 

• ¤250,000 RAPID Funding for Ballina Town.

I will continue to work to the best of my ability in the New Year to ensure that Ballina and North 

Mayo maintain and enhance its vibrancy and vitality through the continued delivery of services 

and projects.
